On behalf of the Hackbridge and Beddington Corner Neighbourhood Development Group (NDG) of which I am Chair, I am writing in connection with Culvers Lodge, 110 London Road, Hackbridge. 

At a recent site meeting with heritage champion Lord Tope, and John Rawlinson - Area Planning Manager, along with community representatives including Sue Riddlestone, Director of BioRegional, the potential heritage value of the building was discussed.  Whilst we accept that that the building is probably not of sufficient significance to qualify for statutory listing, we are certainly of the view that it ought to be locally listed, and this letter is a formal request to initiate this process. 

Extensive research by Francesca Bellucci on behalf of the NDG has confirmed that the building meets several of the criteria set out by the authority for qualification: 
· It has social significance being perhaps the last remaining significant physical link with the former Culvers estate; and its links with the Gassiot family endows it with additional local significance. 
· The design of the building is of architectural interest, not least in the stained glass windows whose designs appear elsewhere in Hackbridge; and it’s certainly a community point of reference, occupying a key site between the modern BedZED development and the former driveway to The Culvers. 
· We can support any application for local listing with additional research documentation. 

In view of the fact that the building is currently unoccupied and at risk, we would formally ask on behalf of the NDG that consideration of this addition to the local list be fast tracked.  Please feel free to contact me if you require any additional information to support this application.
